Dear Friends, 
 One of the children asked why Easter isn’t the same day every year.  I suspect 
some of you might have wanted to ask a related question, “How is the date of Easter 
chosen?”  You might even have a calendar that reads, “Orthodox Easter”, which this 
year happens to fall on the same date as “Easter”.  The Western Church (Roman 
Catholics and Protestants) and the Eastern Church (Russian and Greek Orthodox) do 
not determine Easter the same way.  I can’t speak for the Eastern Church’s dating of 
Easter, but I do know how the Western Church sets the date - Easter falls on the first 
Sunday after the first full moon after the spring equinox, which means it can come as 
early as March 22, or as late as April 25.  Bet you can’t wait to amaze your friends with 
that piece of trivia! 
 Whether you date Easter by the Western or Eastern calendar, if you live in the 
Northern Hemisphere, Easter and spring coincide.  I am glad I live in the Northern 
Hemisphere!
